Gunshot Residue Analysis and Trace Evidence: — R.J. Lee Group

Trace evidence is the area of forensics in which small items of evidence left at a crime scene are analyzed in an attempt to identify or
link a suspect to a crime. The importance of trace evidence was brought to light by Dr. Edmund Locard in the early twentieth century
and his theory is still in use today. Hairs, fibers, paint, gunshot residue, condom lubricants, cordage, and tape are just a few examples
of items comprising trace evidence. This workshop will introduce the fundamentals of trace evidence with a more in-depth look at the
collection, analysis, and interpretation of gunshot residue. Conducted by the forensics’ scientists at R.J. Lee Group, Participants will
learn the most efficient methods for collecting trace evidence at crime scenes, as well as proper sealing and transporting techniques.

DUI Prosecutions — Max Little, Esq.

This workshop is designed for the officer who prosecutes DUI cases at the preliminary hearing level without assistance from a
prosecuting attorney. The workshop will review the Pennsylvania Rules of Criminal Procedure and the Pennsylvania Rules of
Evidence, including all recent changes and applications. Being familiar with these rules can help the officer overcome defense
objections, and can give the officer the confidence to raise timely objections to certain defense questions. In addition, the workshop will
cover the burden of proof at the preliminary hearing and how to meet this burden through direct and circumstantial evidence. Finally,
the workshop will cover how and whether to make a closing argument, to focus the Judge on the facts that matter. Police officers are
not usually lawyers, but sometimes thay must act like one. Specific questions on cases may be addressed during this session.

Presenter: Max P. Little, Esq., Safety Resource Pr  osecutor, PA District Attorney’s Association

Max P. Little, Esq. is Pennsylvania’s first Traffic Safety Resource Prosecutor (TSRP). This position is made possible through funding
from the National Highway Traffic and Safety Administration, in cooperation with PENNDOT, the PA DUI Association, and the
Pennsylvania District Attorneys’ Institute. Formerly the District Attorney of Sullivan County, Mr. Little holds undergraduate degrees in
English and Broadcast/Film Art from Southern Methodist University in Dallas, Texas. He began the study of law in 1988, at the
University of Pittsburgh, where he graduated with honors in 1991. Upon graduation, he served as a law clerk in the Court of Common
Pleas of Bradford County, and subsequently was appointed to the position of Assistant District Attorney in Bradford County. In 1993,
he was appointed District Attorney of Sullivan County, and thereafter won election to that office in 1997, 2001, and 2005. He began as
TSRP in June of 2008, and he has been immersing himself in the traffic safety community on a state-wide and national level since then.
He provides assistance on trial preparation and field practices to prosecutors and law enforcement. His goal for the TSRP program is
to provide state-of-the-art training and support in the investigation and prosecution of DUI, homicide by vehicle, and other traffic-related
cases.

Teen Driver Impairment — Gene Stull

The task of driving a motor vehicle on the roadways of the Commonwealth is one of the most dangerous regular activities any citizen
performs on a regular basis. Traditionally, individuals and programs have considered an across-the-board approach to traffic safety.
This includes prevention, notification, signing, highway engineering, enforcement, legislation and vehicle engineering. However, teen
drivers have many unique characteristics that often minimize the impact of these approaches, or even reverse the intent and makes
thing worse. This workshop looks at the driving task and its performance from the viewpoint of the teenage driver. Topics include
aggressive driving, speeding, drowsy driving and the three main types of distracted driving. Several recent studies are discussed which
offer clues to the problem and suggest answers. One of the key elements is the psychology of teen risk-taking attitudes and behaviors,
including the misperception of obvious high-risk behaviors. Included in the discussion is cell phone use, texting, other technology-
based distractions, the usability paradox, perceptual blindness and programs to reduce teen driver crashes.

Presenter: Gene Stull, General Manager, STAC Assoc iates

Mr. Stull is a graduate of Gettysburg College where he received a B.A. in Psychology. After serving in the United States Marine Corps
he took graduate courses at the Pennsylvania State University in Counselor Education. He worked as an Employee Relations
Specialist for a major corporation before becoming a Special Agent for the Federal Bureau of Investigation. As a Special Agent, he was
stationed in Omaha, Nebraska; Dubuque, lowa; San Francisco, California; and Oakland California. He was assigned general criminal
and domestic security cases, and spent approximately one year on the Militant Extremist Intelligence Squad in Oakland. Mr. Stull
served as the Assistant Director for the Pennsylvania Law Enforcement Academy while earning a M.S. degree in Organizational
Communications from Shippensburg University. He has been a police instructor for 37 years, and a police officer for 29 years, serving
as Patrolman, Sergeant and Chief of Police in an Adams County department, and a part-time Patrolman in a township department in
Franklin County. Mr. Stull retired from the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania as the Director of the Institute for Law Enforcement
Education (ILEE) in 2007, after serving a total of 33 years with the Pennsylvania Law Enforcement Academy, the Traffic Institute for
Police Services and the Institute for Law Enforcement Education. Mr. Stull is currently the General Manager of STAC Associates
(Strategic Training and Consulting), specializing in client-centered training and security analysis in the fields of highway safety, security
risk analysis, interviewing, interpersonal communications, psychological and physical effects of alcohol and other drugs, handling anger
and impaired suspects, and the application of psychology to the law enforcement function. He is a certified instructor in SFST, several
field drug test kits, and a variety of chemical breath test instruments. He is an Instructor for Penn State University in Security Risk
Analysis and Effective Speech. Mr. Stull has developed, and instructs, several advanced training workshops in the areas of security
risk analysis, alcohol and controlled substances, explosives, interviewing and interrogation, aggressive and impaired driving, and
tactical communications.

Close-In Open-Hand Self Defense — Levi Montgomery

The scenario : The “bad guy” has you pinned in the corner, intent on killing you... There’s no chance of escape...You have one
opportunity to do something that will physically shut him down - unable to continue his attack. But, if you fail, you die. What would you
do? Remember, you're betting your life that “it” will work. This workshop will address edged weapon awareness, weapon retention and
specific issues related to managing lethal aggression within the reactionary gap. Attention will be directed to dispelling the hype and
myths of typical self-defense techniques while putting confrontational realities and effect expectations into perspective. This training will
provide a conceptual hands-on understanding of your response options, regardless of size, sex or strength. Participants should be in
good health and wear attire appropriate for physica | activity. They should bring their personal or de partmental handcuffs and
keys. Mats are provided. This workshop is open to law enforcement officers only.

Presenter: Levi Montgomery, Co-Owner and Chief Ins  tructor, BASETAC Training Center

Levi Montgomery’s law enforcement career began in 1979 and has been one where violence, personal confrontations and physical
attacks have been commonplace. His postings as a police officer have included undercover, vice, patrol, training and SWAT. With an
extensive background as a trainer in police tactics, weapons use, thirty plus years training in Martial Arts and an in-depth understanding
of human nature, Mr. Montgomery has long been recognized for his unorthodox, but highly effective approach to dealing with human
aggression. The demands for his training programs take him throughout the United States, Canada and into Europe where he works
with both the law enforcement and military communities. His unique methods of controlling aggression have been recognized and
implemented throughout the United States and abroad by special operations groups such as Team MIKE in Kosovo, H8 (Hostile Are
Tactical Escort) Teams in Iraq, and special interest groups operating out of the western United States. Mr. Montgomery is co-owner
and chief instructor for Priority One’s BASETAC Training Center, located in Nashville, Tennessee.

Analysis of Accident Reports, Depositions and State ments — Dr. Richard Collins

This workshop is designed to address several issues of concern for vehicle collision reconstructionists, as well as those who litigate
vehicle collision cases. Expert witnesses gain much information from the attorneys’ case documents on which to base their own
reports. Such reports may be used by the attorneys to negotiate and hopefully settle out-of-court arrangements with the opposing
parties, or even to justify summary judgment and dismissal of the case before a Court prior to any trial. For this reason, the proper
preparation and writing of such expert reports is of high importance for the client-attorneys. Furthermore, police and government
investigators of accidents will find it helpful to understand the precise informational needs of experts in preparing their reports, as these
investigators are then more likely not to miss key data in the course of their accident investigations. The principles of expert report
preparation and testimony will be described - the level of detail depending upon the background experience and interests of the
attendees. Informal discussions among attendees will be highly encouraged as a means of enriching the sharing of useful information.

Presenter: Dr. Richard Collins, Ph.D, Biomechanics and Biomedical Engineering Consultant

Dr. Collins holds academic degrees in Engineering Physics and Aeronautical and Aerospace Engineering from the University of
Toronto, along with his PHD in Mechanical Engineering from the University of California at Berkley. A member of the Society of
Automotive Engineers, Dr. Collins has been employed in numerous positions of applied physics, biomechanics, biomedical engineering
and human factors engineering. He served as a Professor of Biomedical Engineering in Canada, principal Scientist and Senior
Consultant for the United States Air Force, a Professor at Wright State University, and Professor of Mechanical Engineering for the
University of Nevada at Las Vegas. He is currently a Senior Forensic Consultant of Biomechanics and Biomedical Engineering for
Biomechanics International in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. Dr. Collins has published research studies in biomechanics, and 120
international scientific journal publications and reports. He has delivered over 200 presentations in 38 countries. A United States
citizen, Dr. Collins was born in Canada, traveled extensively, and consulted in France and Switzerland.

Threat Control Matrix — Lt. Robert H. Black

Over the past several years a substantial body of evidence has emerged suggesting that police officers’ perceptions have been affected
by words and phrases used to categorize control options or soften the reality of fighting and police use of force. Empirical data and
review of individual case studies indicate that officers responding to a threat hesitate to use force, even in the face of an imminent
threat of serious harm or death. This hesitation is a common element in situations where officers have become victims of attack.
Specifically, an increasing number of studies continue to suggest that the various “force continuum” models so popular as a trainer’s
tool may be one significant factor exacerbating the natural tendency for officers to be reluctant to use reasonable force to prevent
attack, and instead adopt a “wait and see” mind set -- often resulting in tragic consequences. The Threat Control Matrix is a user
friendly, animated computer model designed to promote a more realistic perspective on law enforcement response to threatening
circumstances. It presents a dynamic illustration that depicts the interaction of variables contributing to an officer’s perception of threat,
and that there may be several different responses that meet the standard of objective reasonableness. The model is not restricted to
hand-to-hand confrontations, but can illustrate the real-time dynamics of firearms situations, use of canines, special weapons, vehicle
pursuits and other types of encounters. This workshop discusses the disadvantages of a “continuum” approach to police use of force,
followed by an incident analysis per the direction of the United States Supreme Court in Graham v. Connor, U.S. 386 (1989), using the
Threat Control Matrix. This workshop is open to law enforcement officers only.

Presenter: Lt. Robert H. Black, Director of Physic  al Tactics and Physical Education with the Indiana Law Enforcement
Academy

Lt. Black has been a career law enforcement officer, with more than 38 years of service, graduating from the 11th Basic Session of the
Indiana Law Enforcement Academy in 1971. Retired from the Valparaiso Police Department as Assistant Chief after twenty years of
service, he worked for sixteen years as a patrol officer and eighteen years as a training officer. Lt. Black trained and commanded the
tactical unit and developed many departmental programs during his career. He has received numerous awards for distinguished
service and was appointed the Indiana Assistant Director for the Justice System Training Association. Certified as a Master Instructor,
he has provided specialized training to private and public sector organizations, universities, law enforcement agencies and members of
the military in the areas of physical tactics, firearms and physical fitness. Mr. Black has studied various martial arts for over three
decades and is a Yondan in Isshinryu karatedo. He is currently the Director of Physical Tactics and Director of Physical Education with
the Indiana Law Enforcement Academy at Plainfield, Indiana.

Assessment of Written Statements (Case Studies)  — Michael F. Ryan

Criminal investigators and vehicle collision reconstructionists attend and profit from various training courses in interviewing,
interrogating and recognizing deception in victims, witnesses and suspects. This workshop presents techniques for analyzing written
statements for truthfulness and completeness of content. The techniques presented follow the discipline of Avinon Sapir, Director of
the Laboratory for Scientific Interrogation. Sapir is a master of the SCAN technique (Scientific Content Analysis). The proposed steps
in this analysis include taking the original statement, analyzing the statement and completing the structured interrogation. Topics
include preparation for the interview, use of the Morgan Interview Theme Technique, structured interrogations and removing layers of
deception until a confession is obtained. Actual case studies are discussed and key elements of analysis are offered so that the
investigator has another tool in his/her arsenal to complete truth analysis. This workshop is open to law enforcement officers only.

Presenter: Michael F. Ryan, Lead Investigator, Bal timore City Civilian Review Board

An Investigator in the Sex Offense Task Force for the Baltimore City State's Attorney's Office for 21 years, Mr. Ryan received his formal
education at Essex Community College, Baltimore Community College and American University. He is a veteran of the United States
Air Force, with 18 months in overseas counter-intelligence. Mr. Ryan was a uniformed officer and detective in the Baltimore City Police
Department and a private detective prior to his current position. He took specialized training from the Bureau of Narcotics and
Dangerous Drugs, the Maryland State Police, the FBI, the Laboratory of Scientific Interrogation and Dr. Raymond Morgan. He
completed courses on sex offense investigations from Johns Hopkins, University of Maryland, Children's Hospital of D.C. and St.
Joseph's College. Mr. Ryan has made presentations on investigation, interrogation, sex offenses and alternative religions to Johns
Hopkins and University of Maryland doctors; the Maryland Association of Assistant State's Attorneys; Baltimore City Police Department
officers; Maryland State Police officers; members of the Bucks County Police Training Center; many police agencies in Pennsylvania,
Delaware, Virginia, Ohio, New York and New Jersey and DEA Agents in the Bahamas. He has been declared an expert in sex offense
investigations in the Circuit Court for Baltimore. His current assignment is Lead Investigator for the Civilian Review Board, City of
Baltimore.

Interviewing Witnesses and Victims: Traffic and Cri me — Gene Stull

The interviewing process is largely an attempt to gather information about an issue of interest to law enforcement from a person willing
to furnish that information. However, not all victims and witnesses are willing to furnish any and all pertinent information when asked,
and even if willing, may not be able to do so. This workshop addresses some of the issues involved in this process and offers
suggestions to maximize the useful oral interaction between victim/witness and interviewer. Topics include developing and using
baselines, the process of developing rapport, proxemics and positioning, handling fear, empathic listening and various techniques to
encourage and assist the recovery of memories. A brief introduction to “Cognitive Interviewing” is presented, showing how this
procedure helps traumatized victims can furnish greater detail in interviews. Special attention is given to interviewing the angry person
and interviewing children. Memory problems are discussed, including blocking on specific issues, misattribution, suggestibility,
persistence and bias.

Presenter: Gene Stull, General Manager, STAC Assoc iates

Mr. Stull is a graduate of Gettysburg College where he received a B.A. in Psychology. After serving in the United States Marine Corps he
took graduate courses at the Pennsylvania State University in Counselor Education. He worked as an Employee Relations Specialist for a
major corporation before becoming a Special Agent for the Federal Bureau of Investigation. As a Special Agent, he was stationed in
Omaha, Nebraska; Dubuque, lowa; San Francisco, California; and Oakland California. He was assigned general criminal and domestic
security cases, and approximately one year on the Militant Extremist Intelligence Squad in Oakland. Mr. Stull served as the Assistant
Director for the Pennsylvania Law Enforcement Academy while earning a M.S. degree in Organizational Communications from
Shippensburg University. He has been a police instructor for 37 years, and a police officer for 29 years, serving as Patrolman, Sergeant
and Chief of Police in an Adams County department, and a part-time Patrolman in a township department in Franklin County. Mr. Stull
retired from the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania as the Director of the Institute for Law Enforcement Education (ILEE) in 2007, after
serving a total of 33 years with the Pennsylvania Law Enforcement Academy, the Traffic Institute for Police Services and the Institute for
Law Enforcement Education. Mr. Stull is currently the General Manager of STAC Associates (Strategic Training and Consulting),
specializing in client-centered training and security analysis in the fields of highway safety, security risk analysis, interviewing, interpersonal
communications, psychological and physical effects of alcohol and other drugs, handling anger and impaired suspects, and the application
of psychology to the law enforcement function. He is a certified instructor in SFST, several field drug test kits, and a variety of chemical
breath test instruments. He is both a police officer and an Instructor for Penn State University — Mont Alto in Security Risk Analysis and
Effective Speech. Mr. Stull has developed, and instructs, several advanced training workshops in the areas of security risk analysis,
alcohol and controlled substances, explosives, interviewing and interrogation, aggressive driving, and tactical communications.

Edged Weapons Defense — Levi Montgomery

By the time you become aware of the blade, the injury has probably already occurred! Some training programs would have you believe
— as the ARMED officer — that you have the advantage over a knife-wielding offender, or that you will be able to safely disarm the
attacker. This is untrue. The ONLY safe defense is distance and speed. Edged weapons, especially knives, are often underestimated
in their threat potential to the patrol officer. A practiced knife wielder will often overcome the supposed advantage provided by a gun.
Mr. Montgomery covers the issues of use of force, the characteristics of various knife and blade configurations, grips, targets, effects of
knife use and alternate defenses. Mr. Montgomery demonstrates the threats of an edged weapon through his proficiency in handling
the weapon. Topics also include fixed vs. folding blade, openings, tracking, mind set, and limitations. Participants should be in good
health and wear attire appropriate for physical act  ivity. This workshop is open to law enforcement officers only.

Presenter: Levi Montgomery, Co-Owner and Chief Ins  tructor, BASETAC Training Center

Levi Montgomery’s law enforcement career began in 1979 and has been one where violence, personal confrontations and physical
attacks have been commonplace. His postings as a police officer have included undercover, vice, patrol, training and SWAT. With an
extensive background as a trainer in police tactics, weapons use, thirty plus years training in Martial Arts and an in-depth understanding
of human nature, Mr. Montgomery has long been recognized for his unorthodox, but highly effective approach to dealing with human
aggression.

Motorcycle Collision Investigations Field Project — Dan Ferrick, Michael Hanik

This will be a three hour presentation on motorcycle collision damage. Conducting an in-depth examination of collision damage to the
front fork and wheel of the motorcycle can often times lead to a solution to the problems presented by motorcycle collisions. Some of

the aspects to be covered in this session will be potential speed determination from fork damage, evidence of brake application based
on fork and wheel damage, and force direction. This session will include a motorcycle crash test to observe frontal damage indicators.
Cameras and video are permitted. Appropriate outdoor clothing is recommended.

Presenter: Dan Ferrick, Corporal, Pennsylvania Sta  te Police, Ret. and ILEE Instructor

Mr. Ferrick has been a staff instructor with ILEE and the Traffic Institute for Police Services programs for more than fifteen years. He
has assisted in developing and instructing various vehicle collision-related courses, commercial vehicle courses, vehicle inspection
courses and forensic mapping courses. He is a recognized expert in the vehicle collision analysis field and has a solid background in
the investigation and inspection of commercial vehicles. Mr. Ferrick recently retired after twenty-six years of service with the
Pennsylvania State Police. He served for a number of years as a collision reconstructionist with the State Police, and assisted various
drug task forces, utilizing the Pennsylvania Motor Vehicle Inspection Regulations as one of the means to develop reasonable grounds
to stop and investigate suspicious vehicles. Mr. Ferrick currently also works as a consultant to various agencies in the fields of collision
analysis and commercial vehicle inspections/crash analysis.

Innovations in lllegal Drugs — Al Ortenzo

Street drugs continually undergo many “face changes” that present law enforcement and other professionals with serious and difficult
challenges in their day-to-day work. New methods of production have altered many drug appearances, and innovation in packaging
and concealment makes this street-current information critical to participants. This program covers the latest street drug innovations
and inventions such as “Cheese Tar”, “Robodosing”, “Sextasy”, “Oxy Rocks”, “Shake & Bake Meth”, “Synthetic Cat Cocaine”,
“Smokable Heroin”, “THC Candy”, and “Magic Mushroom Chocolates” in a highly informative and entertaining audio-visual show.
“Designer Drugs” are providing an influx of previously unknown and unrecognizable analogs making identification and prosecutions
increasingly difficult. The “Nuclear Age” of extreme drug production is generating highly potent products causing waves of overdose
deaths throughout the United States. Attendees of this workshop will see firsthand a “fate worse than death” inflicting many users.
Predatory drugs, those used to facilitate sex and financial crimes such as robbery, are seeing more widespread use and in many new
forms. The information provided will reduce the severe health risks these products may pose to law enforcement officers and other
professionals in the field. This workshop is open to law enforcement officers only.

Presenter: Assistant Chief Al Ortenzo, Retired, Ft . Lauderdale Police Department

Al Ortenzo is an internationally recognized and court certified expert in the areas of drug identification, investigation and undercover
operations with over thirty years of law enforcement and drug investigation experience at the local, state and federal levels. His law
enforcement career has included service at every rank from Patrol Officer through Major and Assistant Chief of Police. He served as
Chief of Detectives for more than a decade. As a member of DEA's Central Tactical Unit (CENTAC) he investigated international drug
smuggling and received the DEA Director’'s Award for outstanding service to the agency.

Handcuffing Dangerous Persons for Transport — Lt. R obert Black

A review of the research on felonious assaults against law enforcement officers reveals that many officers are seriously injured or killed
during arrest situations, and that many times the assault begins as the officers are attempting to handcuff the suspect. Even when
suspects appear to be cooperative, a feigned surrender can be the perfect way to draw an officer up close and into a position of
disadvantage. Perhaps what is most important is that officers fully understand both proper mind set and initial contact strategies which
afford the best means of effective control should the suspect suddenly resist. In this workshop, both strategy and physical control are
addressed. Some common misconceptions regarding positioning and approach are discussed and demonstrated, and alternatives
provided. Attendees are invited to participate in “hands on” training in order to gain a working knowledge of the techniques presented.
Participants are encouraged to bring duty handcuffs and keys. This workshop is open to law enforcement officers only.

Presenter: Lt. Robert H. Black, Director of Physic  al Tactics and Physical Education with the Indiana Law Enforcement
Academy

Lt. Black has been a career law enforcement officer, with more than 38 years of service, graduating from the 11th Basic Session of the
Indiana Law Enforcement Academy in 1971. Retired from the Valparaiso Police Department as Assistant Chief after twenty years of
service, he worked for sixteen years as a patrol officer and eighteen years as a training officer. Lt. Black trained and commanded the
tactical unit and developed many departmental programs during his career. He has received numerous awards for distinguished
service and was appointed the Indiana Assistant Director for the Justice System Training Association. Certified as a Master Instructor,
he has provided specialized training to private and public sector organizations, universities, law enforcement agencies and members of
the military in the areas of physical tactics, firearms and physical fitness. Mr. Black has studied various martial arts for over three
decades and is a Yondan in Isshinryu karatedo. He is currently the Director of Physical Tactics and Director of Physical Education with
the Indiana Law Enforcement Academy at Plainfield, Indiana.

Traffic Enforcement Case Law — Frank Baranyai

Case law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, as well as that written by Federal courts, affects all citizens - especially the daily
operations of law enforcement agencies. Case law becomes a benchmark upon which all later courtroom decisions are based, and is
constantly changing. This workshop is designed to present, interpret and discuss current constitutional issues related to traffic
enforcement activities. Issues discussed include DUI case law, implied consent, Miranda decisions, police liability and current
decisions relating to officer safety. Each participant will receive a synopsis of relevant cases covered.

Presenter: Frank Baranyai, Instructor, ILEE

Mr. Baranyai has been a staff instructor with ILEE and the Traffic Institute for Police Services programs since 1985. He has assisted in
the development and instruction of various courses, including legal updates. He has been a police officer for forty years, twenty-three
as Chief of Police for Cochranton Borough, until his retirement in 2005, and currently as a part-time Detective Lieutenant for the
Cambridge Springs Police Department. A veteran of the United States Army, he served with the First Air Cavalry in Vietnam. Mr.
Baranyai is an instructor for Act 120, a Master Instructor for Act 180, a Certified Breath Test Instructor, a Certified SFST Instructor, a
Sheriff's in-service training instructor and a drug and alcohol instructor for several facilities. He is active in professional police
organizations and has been President of the Northwest Pennsylvania Chiefs of Police, a member of the Critical Incident Stress
Debriefing Team and President of the Crawford County Crimes clinic. Chief Baranyai has testified as an expert witness for court in
breath testing and other DUI-issue cases.

Innovations in Juvenile Justice — Tom Piatek

Law enforcement’s understanding of the Juvenile Justice System allows for a collaborative approach to working with our children. This
workshop incorporates the philosophy of Balanced and Restorative Justice [BARJ] into law enforcement organizations. Through
identifying the types of juvenile criminal behavior in our communities, paths can be found for appropriate resolutions that benefit the
juvenile, his or her family, the law enforcement agency and the community. The development of projects that integrate the concepts of
BARJ such as youth diversion programs will be discussed.

Presenter: Tom Piatek

An instructor for ILEE since 1995, Mr. Piatek has over 25 years of police experience, currently serving as an Administrative Sergeant
for a Pennsylvania Police Department. He has worked as the Juvenile Officer having the opportunity to provide the D.A.R.E. curriculum
for 21 years. Mr. Piatek received his mentor’s certification through D.A.R.E. America assisting in the officer-training program in
Pennsylvania. He pioneered the first Youth Aid Panel in Montgomery County, and currently trains volunteers for panels in other
jurisdictions in the county. With a BS in Criminal Justice and an MS in Public Safety Administration from St. Joseph’s University, along
with his graduation from the 235" session of the FBI National Academy, Mr. Piatek combines his academic knowledge with extensive
law enforcement experience to discuss the application of the concepts of juvenile justice within law enforcement organizations.

Biomechanics Analysis of Automobile and Cycling Hea d and Spinal Injuries — Dr. Richard Collins

This workshop is designed to address several issues of concern for vehicle collision reconstructionists, as well as those who litigate
vehicle collision cases. It includes a succinct description of a wide variety of personal injuries and fatalities analyzed in a litigation
context with applications drawn from the classical fields of mechanical engineering and medicine. Underlying equations of motion in
accident reconstruction and concepts of anatomy and physiology will illustrate a selected number of case examples involving the head
and spinal injuries which most commonly occur in typical automobile, cycling and sports trauma. Other examples may be discussed
informally as such interests are expressed by workshop participants. Informal discussions among attendees will be highly encouraged.

Presenter: Dr. Richard Collins, Ph.D, Biomechanics and Biomedical Engineering Consultant

Dr. Collins holds academic degrees in Engineering Physics and Aeronautical and Aerospace Engineering from the University of
Toronto, along with his PHD in Mechanical Engineering from the University of California at Berkley. A member of the Society of
Automotive Engineers, Dr. Collins has been employed in numerous positions of applied physics, biomechanics, biomedical engineering
and human factors engineering. He served as a Professor of Biomedical Engineering in Canada, principal Scientist and Senior
Consultant for the United States Air Force, a Professor at Wright State University, and Professor of Mechanical Engineering for the
University of Nevada at Las Vegas. He is currently a Senior Forensic Consultant of Biomechanics and Biomedical Engineering for
Biomechanics International in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. Dr. Collins has published research studies in biomechanics, and 120
international scientific journal publications and reports. He has delivered over 200 presentations in 38 countries. A United States
citizen, Dr. Collins was born in Canada, traveled extensively, and consulted in France and Switzerland.

Death Scene Investigation — Dennis J. Kwiatkowski

During the investigation of certain deaths, the Coroner's Office conducts its own investigations to determine the cause and manner of
any death that falls into its jurisdiction and to determine whether or not there is sufficient reason for the Coroner to believe the person
died as a result of criminal acts or criminal neglect. The Coroner has jurisdiction in most unusual death cases, including: sudden deaths
not caused by obvious disease, or if a physician can't certify the cause of death based on medical history; deaths under suspicious
circumstance; deaths as a result of violence or trauma; any death in which trauma, chemical injury, drug overdose or reaction to drugs
or medication or medical treatment was a contributing factor; an unidentifiable or unclaimed body; deaths occurring in prison or while in
police custody; sudden infant death syndrome; and stillbirths. This workshop discusses how the Coroner determines if the death is
natural, accidental, a suicide, or a homicide. Various cases will be reviewed to demonstrate how the causes of death were determined.
There will also be a discussion of the avenues of investigation that the Coroner uses. Topics include autopsies, toxicology studies, a
Coroner 's Inquest, and examination of the scene itself. Although the Coroner is notified as soon as a dead body is found, frequently
what the first police officer on the scene does or does not do determines the outcome of the case

Presenter: Dennis J. Kwiatkowski, Coroner, Cambria County, Pennsylvania

Coroner Kwiatkowski has served at the Cambria County Coroner’s Office since 1980, first as Deputy Coroner, then Chief Deputy, and
since 1993 as the Coroner of Cambria County. During his tenure in office, he has investigated over 5500 natural deaths, 850
accidental and suicide deaths, and investigated and supervised more than 65 homicide cases which resulted in a 95% conviction rate.
Dennis has also been involved in the Pennsylvania State Coroners’ Association as a member, regional vice president, and is currently
serving as the association’s secretary/treasurer. He is currently the President of the Pennsylvania State Association of Elected County
Officials. Coroner Kwiatkowski is a past member of the Board of Directors for the Center of Organ Recovery and Education of Western
PA, and founder/chairman of the Cambria County Child Death Review Team. He is chairman of the Cambria County Yellow Ribbon
Suicide Prevention Program which he established locally in the year 2000 serving schools, colleges, and senior citizens activity centers
in Cambria County. Coroner Kwiatkowski also coordinated morgue operations in the aftermath of the Flight 93 Disaster on September
11, 2001 and was designated to coordinate all morgue operations and identification of persons onboard Flight 93. Coroner Kwiatkowski
is also involved with various fire services within Cambria County area. He is a life member in the Richland Fire Department, a retired
Chief of the Oakland Fire Department, second in command of the Cambria County Hazardous Materials Team, and advisory member to
the Laurel Highlands Critical Incident Stress Management Team.

Prescription Drug Abuse — Al Ortenzo

Prescription drug abuse is one of the fastest growing and most deadly trends affecting those working in all areas of enforcement,
interdiction, investigations and treatment. The most critical issues covered in this workshop include the various sources and methods of
obtaining these drugs through both pharmaceutical diversion and clandestine street operations. The presentation details both the most
common prescription drugs of abuse such as, Oxycontin, Vicodin, Xanax, Soma, Ritalin, and Adderall; as well as the “Shadow Drugs”
that are being sought as “below-the-radar” substitutes to avert detection. Participants learn about the latest emerging pharmaceutical
products such as Adderall Patches and Fentanyl “Perc-A-Pops”, over-the-counter products such as DXM and ephedra and the recent
mainstreaming of steroids. The latest street trends such as “Pharm Parties”, “Trail Mixing” and “Dose Dumping” are discussed. A
comprehensive street recognition and identification system will provide participants with the confidence and ability to recognize
contraband tablets and capsules and take effective and professionally sound action.

Presenter: Assistant Chief Al Ortenzo, Retired, Ft . Lauderdale Police Department

Al Ortenzo is an internationally recognized and court certified expert in the areas of drug identification, investigation and undercover
operations with thirty years of law enforcement and drug investigation experience at the local, state and Federal level. His law
enforcement career has included service at every rank from patrol officer to Assistant Chief of Police, Ft.

Aggressive Driving: Causes and Countermeasures — Mi___chael Vick

The approach to prevention of highway collisions and enforcement of traffic laws varies from state to state and from local jurisdiction to
local jurisdiction. The issue of aggressive driving has been recognized as one of the major causes of serious crashes, and needs to be
addressed on multiple levels. This workshop offers a fresh approach, as Mississippi operates in several interesting ways to coordinate
and encourage successful anti-aggressive driving enforcement. This workshop will present the Mississippi approach to the issue by
discussing the comprehensive approach of providing in-service traffic-related law enforcement training in Mississippi, and sharing
descriptions of their programs. Mr. Vick, through STORM, encourages the activities of the Standardized Field Sobriety Testing program
(SFST), the Drug Abuse Recognition Program (DAR), the Child Passenger Restraint Program, the Complete Traffic Stop program, and
training on videotaping. He will also share insights on Mississippi’'s public information programs, and the use of a statewide traffic
safety resource prosecutor from the Office of the Attorney General to train and assist local prosecutors. The workshop will focus on the
psychological causes of the aggressive driver with alternative means of dealing with this growing problem through law enforcement, the
courts, and mental health professionals.

Presenter: Michael Vick, Training Officer, Meridia  n, Mississippi Police Department

Mr. Vick has a unigue approach to law enforcement and to instructing law enforcement officers due to his education and training in both
human psychology and law enforcement. Having completed a bachelor’s degree in psychology from Mississippi State University, and a
master’s in clinical psychology from the same institution, he worked in a mental health center in Mississippi before opening a private
clinical practice. He began his law enforcement career with the Pearl, Mississippi Police Department. He later worked for the
Lauderdale Sheriff's Department, rising to the rank of Chief Deputy. In 1991, he began working for the State of Mississippi, and was
the Director of the Mississippi Law Enforcement Liaison Office until 2008. Mr. Vick directed the activities of the Standardized Field
Sobriety Testing program (SFST), the Drug Abuse Recognition Program (DAR), the Child Passenger Restraint Program, the Complete
Traffic Stop program and training on videotaping.

Energy and Momentum Issues in Vehicle Collision Inv____estigations — Alan Johnson

This workshop is designed for the experienced police officer, supervisor or traffic homicide investigator or accident reconstructionist
who wants to improve skills, knowledge and techniques while investigating pedestrian-vehicular collisions. The emphasis is on human
factors, physical evidence, speed analysis, documentation of the scene and accident elements, and the analysis of the evidence
gathered. Human factors include perception/reaction times indexed by individual conditions, distractions, physical attributes of driver
and victim and substance impairment. Scene analysis includes line of sight, roadway conditions, weather, debris, lighting and nighttime
factors. Speed analysis includes pedestrian throw and other related speed equations. Physical evidence includes the pedestrian and
the vehicle involved, including autopsy, clothing, injury analysis, vehicle types, damage profiles, headlight patterns and documentation.
Topics include, causes of pedestrian-vehicle collisions, identifying the point of impact, vehicle examination, pedestrian injury analysis,
human factors, scene analysis and evidence collection and analysis. This session will meet outdoors where the participants will assist
and observe an impact between a moving vehicle and a simulated pedestrian. Various instruments and data-gathering procedures will
be utilized to gather information from which to develop the analysis.

Bloodstain Evidence in Homicide Investigations — Ro d Englert

Blood at crime scenes, on the victim, on the suspect, on witnesses (persons or clothing) can be considered significant physical
evidence. It must be treated as important when documenting, collecting and preserving. Although the documentation and collection
occurs at the scene, the primary identification occurs at the laboratory, if these samples furnish information as to whom and how many
people were bleeding at the scene. Bloodstain pattern analysis from a crime scene may provide investigative leads as well as
supportive or non-supportive evidence for victim, witness and/or witness statements. When using a bloodstain pattern analysis to
assist in reconstructing a crime scene, it is critical that complete and accurate documentation of the blood take place. Interpretation of
bloodstain patterns can have a tremendous impact on the outcome of a homicide case. Re-evaluation of bloodstains in old and
unresolved cases may provide enough evidence to reconsider whether or not to prosecute. Bloodstain patterns lend themselves to
geometric interpretation whereby it is often possible to predict their origin and mechanism of production. Extensive research has been
conducted in this field, and educational programs are available to those who wish to obtain formal education in bloodstain pattern
interpretation. However, basic information and elementary rules may be followed by any scene investigator, even though he/she may
not have reviewed the literature references nor attended a formal course of instruction in this somewhat specialized subject. Topics in
this workshop include, surface texture, directionality, blood drop shape, blood spatter patterns, angle of impact, bloodstain lifts, patterns
on clothing, use of luminal and bloodstain terminology. Mr. Englert will use actual crime scene documentation and photographs to
discuss the blood evidence (admissible and inadmissible) from the O.J. Simpson, Robert Blake, and other murder cases. Using actual
crime scene and autopsy photographs, he illustrates both the blood evidence possibilities, as well as the misconceptions about several
famous cases. Included in the presentation is a discussion of the techniques used by the defense to limit the admissibility of blood
evidence, as well as recommended procedures for on-scene officers to document, collect, preserve and interpret blood and bloodstain
evidence.

Presenter: Rod Englert, Englert Forensic Consultants

Chief Deputy (Retired) Rod Englert, a 44-year veteran of law enforcement, retired as Commander of the Operations Division,
Multnomah County Sheriff's Office in Portland, Oregon in 1995. He began his career with the Downey, California Police Department
after graduating from the Los Angeles Police Academy. In 1969, Chief Deputy Englert moved to Portland, Oregon and joined the
Multnomah County Sheriff's Office. | large portion of his career has been associated with working major crimes, narcotics and homicide
cases. His area of expertise is in homicide crime scene reconstruction and blood spatter interpretation. He received his Bachelor’'s
degree in Police Administration from UCLA and has done post-graduate work in psychology. He was the President of the 159th
session of the FBI National Academy. Chief Deputy Englert has conducted more than 550 lectures and training seminars on managing
criminal investigations, solving unresolved homicides, blood spatter interpretation and crime scene reconstruction to law enforcement
personnel and district attorneys in 35 states, as well as in Canada, Russia, France, South America and England. He has consulted in
more than 375 homicides in the United States and Canada, and qualified as a court expert on homicide in 26 states.

DUI Trial Court Exercise — Honorable Rick Varner, M ax Little, Esq.,

The detection, apprehension, processing and formal charging of a DUI offender begins a process designed to make our roadways
safer. Few DUI cases actually go to court, but when they do, the process is seldom understood in its entirety. The police officer who
arrests for a DUI violation often faces a difficult task when confronted with one attorney who is trained and experienced in DUI
prosecution and another who uses various defense methods and tactics. The officer may have some knowledge of the rules of court,
but often finds him/herself in unfamiliar territory with the changing rules of court. This presentation enables the officer to understand the
various philosophies and tactics involved in the prosecution and defense of a DUI trial, as well as the mechanics employed and directed
by the Judge. Topics included in the exercise involving a DUI arrest after a crash; and trial issues such as discovery, suppression
motions, rules of evidence and testimony, documentation and the officer’s role in the trial.

Presenter: Honorable Rick W. Varner, Magisterial D  istrict Judge, Cambria County

Rick has been involved in the law-enforcement/court systems for more than 35-years. He served as the Director of the Institute for Law
Enforcement Education from 1983 — 2005 while still being active in his police department conducting criminal investigations and
collision analysis. He has been consulting in the field of accident reconstruction since 1984, and currently continues to consult with
insurance companies, the trucking industry, attorneys, and various levels of government. He has co-authored the book, “Commercial
Vehicle Accident Reconstruction & Investigation” that is published by Lawyers & Judges Publishing.

Presenter: Max P. Little, Esq., Safety Resource Pr  osecutor, PA District Attorney’s Association

Max P. Little, Esq. is Pennsylvania’s first Traffic Safety Resource Prosecutor (TSRP). This position is made possible through funding
from the National Highway Traffic and Safety Administration, in cooperation with PENNDOT, the PA DUI Association, and the
Pennsylvania District Attorneys’ Institute. Formerly the District Attorney of Sullivan County, Mr. Little holds undergraduate degrees in
English and Broadcast/Film Art from Southern Methodist University in Dallas, Texas. He began the study of law in 1988, at the
University of Pittsburgh, where he graduated with honors in 1991. Upon graduation, he served as a law clerk in the Court of Common
Pleas of Bradford County, and subsequently was appointed to the position of Assistant District Attorney in Bradford County. In 1993,
he was appointed District Attorney of Sullivan County, and thereafter won election to that office in 1997, 2001, and 2005. He began as
TSRP in June of 2008, and he has been immersing himself in the traffic safety community on a state-wide and national level since then.
He provides assistance on trial preparation and field practices to prosecutors and law enforcement. His goal for the TSRP program is
to provide state-of-the-art training and support in the investigation and prosecution of DUI, homicide by vehicle, and other traffic-related
cases.

Tactical Issues in Drug Traffic Stops — Detective G reg Ferency

This workshop is designed to expose the investigator / patrol officer and SWAT operator on the dynamics and dangers of
methamphetamine enforcement. It includes information on the methamphetamine culture and what it takes to successfully conduct this
type of investigation and operation. As the incidence of the drug methamphetamine and its associated clandestine labs rages across
the United States, police departments need to realize the types of individuals they are dealing with and the dangers associated with the
manufacturing of this drug. This workshop is designed to inform the law enforcement officer about from simple meth lab recognition, as
well as tactical operations used in an explosive “dead air” environment. It is important to understand that methamphetamine labs and
the people who operate them offer an entirely different set of circumstances to an investigation and subsequent arrest / raid. In contrast
to other types of drug-related investigations, it is not enough to simply place suspects into custody after a lawful and calculated
investigation. It is important to realize that the lab itself can be a weapon and injure / kill police officers that find themselves in the midst
of one. This workshop is open to law enforcement officers only.

Presenter: Detective Greg Ferency, Vigo County Dru g Task Force / Terre Haute, Indiana Police Departme nt

Detective Ferency is an active duty police officer with over 17 years of experience and has been assigned to a Multi Jurisdictional Drug
Task Force since January 1996. He has extensive experience in drug-related crimes as both an investigator and undercover officer.
Detective Ferency has specialized training and experience in methamphetamine-related investigations, with certifications from the DEA
Clandestine Laboratory Enforcement Team in the areas of Basic, Site Safety and Tactical Operations. He has been at the scene of
over 650 methamphetamine lab scenes as both lead investigator and site safety officer since 1999. Detective Ferency is a court
certified expert in methamphetamine and its associated clandestine labs. He is the author of Narc Ops: A Look inside Drug
Enforcement, which was published in May 2003; and is the Director of Narcotics Training for the International Tactical Officers Training
Associations, VP / Editor of SWAT Digest, co-designer of covert gear for Evolution nylon.

Sharpen Your Edge — Improved Traffic Patrol

This workshop approaches vehicular patrol in a very unique way — improving the ability of an officer's perception of criminal and
dangerous situations by becoming aware of the sensation/perception process used daily by all humans, and utilizing a variety of tactics
to improve the sensation, recognition and appropriate response of environmental cues. Participants assess their individual abilities to
properly respond to information detected in various situations such as traffic and criminal stops, physical and vehicular searches, and
drug interdiction stops. They then discuss the use of that information to improve both safety and performance. Topics include sensation
versus perception, improving emergency warning device use, improving hearing and sight in various environments, use of smell in
criminal and drug patrol, touch sensation and physical searches, improvement of perception from ambiguous sources of information,
and compliance with orders made at the scene. Participants will discuss why sirens become ineffective with time and distance, how to
improve the location of a hidden person via sound, why most pat-down frisks and body searches miss dangerous objects, how to
improve dim light vision, the effect of light brightness on color determination, why we see what we expect to see, why witnesses “fill in”
details at an accident scene that they never witnessed, how to detect both illegal substances and possible explosives, and how an
officer can improve his/her chances of citizen compliance to commands. This workshop is extremely valuable to all persons who face
dangerous situations involving other persons and/or moving objects such as motor vehicles, but especially the traffic officer. Through
discussion, demonstrations, practical exercises and videos, participants become more aware of their human limitations and how to
maximize the perceptual equipment they do have. This workshop is open to law enforcement officers only.

Presenter: Gene Stull, General Manager, STAC Assoc iates

Mr. Stull is a graduate of Gettysburg College where he received a B.A. in Psychology. After serving in the United States Marine Corps he
took graduate courses at the Pennsylvania State University in Counselor Education. He worked as an Employee Relations Specialist for a
major corporation before becoming a Special Agent for the Federal Bureau of Investigation. As a Special Agent, he was stationed in
Omaha, Nebraska; Dubuque, lowa; San Francisco, California; and Oakland California. He was assigned general criminal and domestic
security cases, and approximately one year on the Militant Extremist Intelligence Squad in Oakland. Mr. Stull served as the Assistant
Director for the Pennsylvania Law Enforcement Academy while earning a M.S. degree in Organizational Communications from
Shippensburg University. He has been a police instructor for 37 years, and a police officer for 29 years, serving as Patrolman, Sergeant
and Chief of Police in an Adams County department, and a part-time Patrolman in a township department in Franklin County. Mr. Stull
retired from the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania as the Director of the Institute for Law Enforcement Education (ILEE) in 2007, after
serving a total of 33 years with the Pennsylvania Law Enforcement Academy, the Traffic Institute for Police Services and the Institute for
Law Enforcement Education. Mr. Stull is currently the General Manager of STAC Associates (Strategic Training and Consulting),
specializing in client-centered training and security analysis in the fields of highway safety, security risk analysis, interviewing, interpersonal
communications, psychological and physical effects of alcohol and other drugs, handling anger and impaired suspects, and the application
of psychology to the law enforcement function. He is a certified instructor in SFST, several field drug test kits, and a variety of chemical
breath test instruments. He is both a police officer and an Instructor for Penn State University — Mont Alto in Security Risk Analysis and
Effective Speech. Mr. Stull has developed, and instructs, several advanced training workshops in the areas of security risk analysis,
alcohol and controlled substances, explosives, interviewing and interrogation, aggressive driving, and tactical communications.

Commercial Vehicle Air Brakes: Field Project — Dan Ferrick and Roy Sutphen

This session begins with a review of air brake systems, including the various plumbing valves and piping commonly installed on
commercial vehicles. Topics include tools, equipment and associated procedures utilized to conduct inspections. The goal is to
present information useful to the reconstruction of braking equipment so as to determine the pre-crash conditions when working in a
post-crash environment. Emphasis is placed on the mechanical aspects of rebuilding a damaged system so that an inspection can be
completed, and on the methods commonly used to remotely test individual components. The field project involves demonstrating and
conducting tests of commercial vehicle braking systems that have been damaged in a crash. The workshop covers the procedures for
supplying air to a system and the remote testing of individual components. Students will be repairing plumbing defects. They will be
instructed on methods to bypass damaged system components in order to test other specific braking components. This workshop will
be held outdoors and consists of demonstration and student participation. Appropriate attire is required to include weather protective
gear and clothing that may become extremely soiled.

Presenter: Dan Ferrick, Corporal, Pennsylvania Sta  te Police, Ret. and ILEE Instructor

Mr. Ferrick has been a staff instructor with ILEE and the Traffic Institute for Police Services programs for more than fifteen years. He
has assisted in developing and instructing various vehicle collision-related courses, commercial vehicle courses, vehicle inspection
courses and forensic mapping courses. He is a recognized expert in the vehicle collision analysis field and has a solid background in
the investigation and inspection of commercial vehicles. Mr. Ferrick recently retired after twenty-six years of service with the
Pennsylvania State Police. He served for a number of years as a collision reconstructionist with the State Police, and assisted various
drug task forces, utilizing the Pennsylvania Motor Vehicle Inspection Regulations as one of the means to develop reasonable grounds
to stop and investigate suspicious vehicles. Mr. Ferrick currently also works as a consultant to various agencies in the fields of collision
analysis and commercial vehicle inspections/crash analysis.

Presenter: Roy F. Sutphen, Keystone Traffic Accide  nt Analysis and Reconstruction

Mr. Sutphen has been a staff instructor with ILEE and the Traffic Institute for Police Services programs for more than twenty years. Mr.
Sutphen retired from the Pennsylvania State Police Patrol Division after twenty-five years of service. He was assigned to the
Pennsylvania Turnpike detail as an accident reconstructionist and motor carrier inspector. In this capacity, Mr. Sutphen investigated all
major accidents within a 100-mile radius of his station. He has attended air brake training with Bendix Brake Systems, NAPA and
Meritor. He has received heavy-duty truck training at Mack Trucks, Inc. Mr. Sutphen has attended training by NTSB and USDOT in
heavy truck accident investigations involving braking efficiency and rollovers. Since retiring in 1992, he has been involved with the
TIPS and ILEE commercial vehicle training programs, as well as performing vehicle collision reconstructions privately with Keystone
Traffic Accident Analysis and Reconstruction.
